Chidambaranatha Mahamuni along with his disciples performed abhisheka to the Linga 

which was considered superior to the one performed by Lord Rama along with Mother Site. 

The Mahamuni also performed pooja to the divine consort of Lord Siva in this kshetra. Like 

the construction of Ram-sethu on the sea, the Mahamuni had performed all important sevas to 

the Ramanatha Swamni. The local king Sethupathi had allocated funds for the temple 

activities which were performed by Chokkanatha Muni.
