The burning of Tripura by Lord Siva is mentioned in these verses. He had used the Meru 

Mountain as the bow and the rainbow as the arrow. After seeing the body colour of Mother 

Uma and Lord Siva, the green colour and red colour disappear. Our Lord’s appearance 

resembles just like the way he gave appearance to Lord Vishnu, who resides on the moon.  

 



 

After the disappearance of the two colors, a beautiful arrow was formed. Lord was positioned 

in a blemishless asana, accepted the pooja, and was ready to receive the bow. Lord Nandi, 

who is considered as another Yamaraj (by the enemies) stood still like the ocean that was 

quietened by Lord Rama. There was continuous chanting of Vedas, Tamil hymns, and Sethu 

Purana (that helps us to come out of the Samsara cycle).
