This classical work on Sri Ramanatha Swami of Rameswaram was
composed by “Palapattadai Chokkanatha Pillai”. This work was
discovered by Sri U.Ve.Saminatha lyer after comparing multiple versions.
He also wrote a commentary on this rare text. He is affectionately called
Tamil Thatha (literally, "Tamil grandfather")
