Jata Teertham: 

 

The Jata Theertham Pooja was held on 25th February, Monday at 10:30 A . M ,  

starting with preparations at 10:00 A.M. Guests were welcomed by volunteers in a 

traditional way. 

 

 Pooja performed by Shri Krishna and Smt. Laxmi, assisted by Shri Nagarajan.  

 Rituals included Ganapathi Pooja, Kalasha Pooja, Teertha Poojas, Maha Aarathi, 

recitation of 108 Teertha Names, 108 lighting of lamps, final Karpura Aarathi, 

and offering pori to fishes. 

 Jata Teertham holds immense Puranic importance as the site where Lord Rama, 

returning from the Lanka war, bathed and untied his hair (Jata). It is believed that 

these waters are infused with the essence of Akasha Ganga. Sages like Bhrigu and 

Shuka sought this Teertham for mental purity (Chitta Shuddhi). Bathing here is 

considered equivalent to attending the Kumbh Mela - 12 times. 

 Shri Ramakrishnan, Director of VK NARDEP, Kanyakumari, spoke on the 

significance of Teertha Pooja. 

 250 participants attended, including Teertha Mitras, Yoga students, SHGs, 

villagers, and media representatives. 

 Event concluded with prasadam distribution (Pongal, Kesari, Sundal, Aval, 

Poori, Laddu, Bananas and Curd Rice).
