2. Special Teertha pooja: 

 

The Ramar Teertham Pooja was held on 27th March (Monday) at 4:30 pm, with volunteers 

extending a traditional welcome to all the participants. � 

 Ramar Teertham is believed to have been created and worshipped by Lord Rama. 

Bathing in this sacred teertham is traditionally believed to bestow the Ashta Maha 

Siddhis and relieve long-standing mental worries and sins, just as Yudhishthira is 

believed to have attained peace here.  

 The pooja was performed by Purohit Shri Krishna and Smt. Laxmi, with assistance 

from Shri Nagarajan.  

 The rituals included Ganapathi Pooja, Kalasha Pooja, Teertha Poojas, Maha Aarathi, 

recitation of 108 Teertha Names, lighting of 108 lamps, final Karpura Aarathi, and the 

traditional offering of pori to fishes.
