2. Maha Teertha Pooja at Mangala Teertham: 

 

The Mangala Teertham Pooja was held on 24th April, Monday at 04:30 pm, 

starting with preparations at 05:00 pm. Guests were welcomed traditionally by 

volunteers. 

 

 Pooja performed by Shri. Rajan, President of Brahmin Association, assisted by Shri

 Rituals included Ganapati Pooja, Kalasha Pooja, Teertha Poojas, Maha
